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• Among the available fossil fuels, only natural 
gas contains less carbon than propane.  With 
its short lifetime in the atmosphere and low 
carbon content, it is advantageous from an 
emissions perspective in comparison to other 
fuels in most applications. 

 

• Propane’s high energy density and portability 
make it an ideal fuel option for distributed gen-
eration applications, such as power to off-grid 
areas and as a backup energy source for hos-
pitals, factories and telecommunication cen-
ters. 

 

• Furnaces powered by natural gas or propane 
have the lowest emissions of greenhouse 
gases (GHG).  Electric heat pumps, fuel oil 

furnaces, electric baseboards and electric fur-
naces all produce significantly higher GHG 
emissions. 

 

• Tank-less water heaters running on electricity 
have nearly three times more GHG emissions 
than those fueled by propane. 

 

• Propane-fueled vehicles contribute up to 10 
percent less carbon than equivalent gasoline or 
diesel vehicles. 

 

• Propane is a domestically produced fuel, only 
about 10% of propane is imported from Can-
ada and foreign countries.
